Following his presentation, Mr. Davis remained in the auditorium until every learner waiting to 
speak with him had an opportunity, and offered them email and phone contact to reach him in the 
future.  When students jokingly inquired about internships, Mr. Davis gave them an email address to 

submit a resume and a letter of interest, further demonstrating his commitment to empowering youth 
to take action.
